Before deciding to execute the enclosed Release, we recommend that you have the enclosed Release reviewed by an attorney of your choosing. If you or your attorney has questions or comments about the Release, please contact the undersigned. Otherwise, if you desire to participate in the Spring Classic, please complete and execute the enclosed Release and return same as instructed.
